It is said that Aji stone were formed 80 to 90 million years ago and first appeared on the Earth's
surface 20 million years ago. Aji stone have existed since long before the birth of mankind.
The majority of the stone has never been exposed to light and is shrouded in deep
darkness. The moment of cracking the stone is the moment when light shines through for

the first time on the land that has known only darkness.

Mure-cho and Aji-cho are located in the eastern part of Takamatsu City, Kagawa Prefecture.
Aji stone is mined from the foothills of Mount Goken, which straddles the two towns. The stone
was first mined in earnest in 1588 when Takamatsu Castle was built, and the stone industry
made a breakthrough in 1814 when Yashima Toshogu Shrine was built, giving the area a history

of more than 400 years.

Aji stone is a type of granite, and is characterized by its fine, tightly knit crystals, which are as
hard as quartz and resistant to weathering. It is also sometimes called “blue granite” because
of its bluish hue and the appearance of biotite. Because of the high level of skill required to
handle this rare material, there are highly skilled craftsmen in the production area who are
involved in all stages of the production, from mining, processing, until the final product is
achieved. It is not only the high quality of the material, but also the eyes and hands of the

craftsmen who handle it that support the production area.

Just like diamonds, there are a variety of styles of
Aji Stone, each with its own particular feel and beauty.
The main components found in Aji Stone are quartz,
feldspar, and tiny bits of a dark brown mica known as
biotite. According to the size of the grains of these,
the stone is classified into different categories known
as: komame and chume. Stone that is high in iron has an
earthy brown tone and is known as sabi-ishi, or literally,
“rusting stone.” This stone is known to easily grow

moss, making it a popular choice for gardens.

Komame in particular, has many small grains of biotite
within causing small specks call fu to appear on the
surface. Fu is the visual effect in which a mottled pattern
appears upon polishing the stone and creating a look
described as, “if someone pressed their finger on the
surface and moistened the stone.” This phenomenon is
exclusive to Aji Stone and cannot be seen in any other
stone material in the world. The unique presences this
stone brings to any setting has been praised as the finest
quality stone since some of the earliest days of Japan.

People's perceptions and beliefs about stones have
always been deeply rooted in the past and still are today.
The legends and beliefs associated with stones, are proof
that stones have gone beyond mere material existence and
have been regarded as a medium for supernatural powers.
There are some moments people would feel a strange
sense of wonder of the stone and awe at ‘something’
that we cannot see. For example when walking in the
mountains and suddenly bump up to a huge rock, or see a
stone monument just right in front of us. People might
clasp our hands in front of those stone. In this project, |
wondered if | could bring the invisible ‘something’ that
exists inside the stone to the face of the stone. | used
Michael Jackson's Zero Gravity move in his ‘Smooth
Criminal’ performance as inspiration for this experiment. |
believe that by giving the stone an unreal behaviour,
perhaps that invisible ‘something’ will appear on the
surface of the stone. The object lies in the relationship
between the stone and the ground, which cannot be
explained by the usual laws of physics, as if the stone were
standing of its own volition. Or perhaps the space itself
appears a little more distorted than usual, as if the level of
the place where it is placed has gone wrong. This is a
thought on how to place the stone. It has no specific
function and is too vague to be called a PRODUCT. Howev-
er, it can be imagined as a landmark that divides a space
and brings some invisible action to the place.

Hyunjee Jung builds the form of her work through a
process of repetition. In this project, she projects straight,
even lines onto the AJl stone, creating an encounter
between the stone’s natural texture and the delicate,
lightweight lines, aiming to highlight the distinct qualities
of both simultaneously. Applying these fine lines to the
hard, heavy stone introduces an additional contrast within
the AJl stone. Repeated engraving of right-angled lines on
its surface creates the illusion that the stone, originally a
solid mass, is structurally composed of stacked bricks.
These bricks can serve as both decorative objects in daily
life and functional objects in places that demand weight,

such as bookends.

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The stone shelf takes its cues from Aji Project’s Stone book
ends. By simply manipulating one quarter of a split-cut
stone and mounting it on a wall, a simple small shelf is
created. A steel bracket makes a conection between the
stone and the wall anchor. The resulting shelf can be used
for small objects around the house, or the bed, where a
small shelf is required instead of a bulky piece of furniture.
